Environmental Issues Work Group

Purpose

The purpose of the IBAC Work Group on Environmental Issues is 

‘To develop and coordinate proposed IBAC positions and policy on all environmental issues impacting business aviation.’

Background

The IBAC Governing Board, at its May 6, 1999 meeting in Montreal, approved a policy for the IBAC organizational structure.   The new Policy includes the mandate for a Planning and Operations Committee (POC) and a number of specialist IBAC Technical Work Groups.

IBAC Technical Work Groups are formed based on consideration by the Planning and Operations Committee on the need for specialist analysis of complex issues, permitting the POC to be in a better position to make policy recommendations to the Governing Board.

Environmental Issues have become increasingly important to society.   The world’s population has become increasingly concerned about quality of life issues and potential damage to the earth’s atmosphere, and land and sea masses caused by air pollutants.   Air transport will remain under scrutiny.  Business aviation must endeavor to be a good citizen, and cooperate fully in protection of the global environment.

Nevertheless, business aviation must ensure that its interests are protected and that it is not unjustifiably treated in the development and application of environmental protection standards and regulations.  For this reason, the IBAC Planning and Operations Committee has agreed to establish an Environmental Issues Work Group, to consider all environmental issues and make recommendations to the POC accordingly.

Scope

The IBAC Environmental Issues Work Group will develop and coordinate proposals on environmental issues, and will make appropriate recommendations to the POC in regard to the following (aligned with CAEP work groups):

a) Noise certification standards;

b) Airport (*) and Operations (**) 

c) Market based options;

d) Engine emission standards and regulations;

e) Land and water contamination by fluids.

Includes Noise restrictions and operational procedures

The Work Group will liaise with other representative bodies (e.g. ICCAIA, GAMA, ACI and others), manufacturers and operators, as required.  

The Chairman, or a representative of the Work Group, will be expected to provide input to the ICAO Committee on Environmental Protection  (CAEP).

Meetings
