August 1, 2006 marked a significant event in 
the history of the International Civil Aviation 
Organization ICAO).  After 30 years in the 
position, Dr. Assad Kotaite retired and a 
new President of the ICAO Council was 
sworn into office. 
Mr. Roberto Kobeh González was elected 
by the Council to take leadership of the 
United Nations Specialized Agency respon-
sible for setting policy and implementing 
Standards and Recommended Practices 
(SARPs) for international aviation.  The im-
portance and challenges for Mr. Kobeh and 
ICAO have never been more significant as 
the Organization solidifies its strong position 
on safety, security and the environment and 
coordinates the global implementation of 
new communications, navigation, and sur-
veillance systems. 
Mr. Kobeh served in the position of Mexican 
Permanent Representative on ICAO’s Coun-
cil for the past eight years.  Prior to  assum-
ing his ICAO responsibilities he was Mex-
ico’s Director General responsible for the Air 
Navigation System (SENEAM) and before 
that Deputy Director General of Administra-
tion and Air Transport of the Directorate 
General of Civil Aeronautics (DGCA) in Mex-
ico. He also has experience in navigation aid 
flight inspection. 
Mr. Kobeh has a degree of Engineering in 
Communications and Electronics from the 
National Polytechnic Institute of Mexico. 
Other responsibilities held while at ICAO 
were both third and first Vice President of 
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The International Business Aviation Council 
(IBAC) and the Canadian Business Aviation 
Association (CBAA) jointly hosted an Inter-
national Dinner June 14 at Montreal’s Pi-
erre Elliott Trudeau International Airport. 
The special event, held in conjunction with 
CBAA’s Annual Convention, Trade Show 
and Static Display, provided an opportunity

What’s New  at ICAO 
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The European Aviation Safety Agency 
(EASA) is planning to use Work Groups 
to develop Implementing Rules pursuant 
to Basic Regulation (EC) 1592/2002, in-
tended to extend the Regulation to cover 
Air Operations. The Work Groups will be 
tasked with developing an EASA Opinion 
covering the following rule parts: 
 
1. Part OPS 1 Air Transport, containing 

specific requirements of commercial 
air transport operations, transferred 
from JAR-OPS 1/EU-OPS and 3, 

2. Part OPS 2 Non-commercial opera-
tions with complex motor-powered 
aircraft containing specific require-
ments applicable to operations with 
complex motor-powered aircraft, 

3. Part OPS 3 Aerial Work containing 
specific requirements of aerial work 
operations, 

4. Part OPS 0 General operating and 
flight rules containing general re-
quirements applicable to all aircraft 
operations.  

 
EASA’s work on the Implementing Rules 
follows direction by the European Com-
mission in November 2005 to extend the 
Scope of the Basic Regulation to cover 
air operations, pilot licensing and third 
country aircraft. 
The Work Group that will address Air Op-
erations commences work at the end of 

A meeting between the ICAO Air Naviga-
tion Commission and the aviation indus-
try, held in 2005, concluded that the 
ICAO Global Safety Plan could be pro-
gressed through the development of an 
industry Safety Roadmap.  The Interna-
tional Air Transport Association agreed to 
take the lead in developing the  Road-
map for the large aircraft commercial air-
lines.  The first edition of the Roadmap 
was presented in 2006 to the Directors 
General of Civil Aviation Safety Confer-
ence. 
Given that the IATA Roadmap addresses 
only commercial large aircraft operations, 
IBAC has undertaken to develop a safety 
strategy for the business aviation com-
munity. 
The task of developing a Business Avia-
tion Safety Strategy has been assumed 
by the IBAC Planning and Operations 
Committee. 

Business Aviation  
Safety Strategy 

August 2006, with the expectation that a 
Notice of Proposed Amendment will be 
issued in September 2007. The final 
Opinion and decisions are proposed for 
2008. 
The Business Aviation industry welcomed 
direction from the European Commission 
and EASA for the maximum use to be 
made of the draft of JAR OPS 2 in devel-
opment of Part OPS 2 (non-commercial 
complex aircraft). JAR OPS 2 was devel-
oped over a number of years with full 
consultation of the industry. EASA will 
also apply the analysis conducted by 
IBAC and EBAA on proposed differences 
between Part OPS 1 and Part OPS 2. 
The industry welcomed the offer by EASA 
to fully involve the industry. 
Business Aviation will be represented by 
Ray Rohr, IBAC’s Standards Manager, 
nominated by EBAA, Doug Carr, Vice 
President Safety and Security at NBAA, 
nominated by the General Aviation Manu-
facturer’s Association (GAMA) and Mark 
Wilson,  Managing Director of the British 
Business and General Aviation Associa-
tion (BBGA), nominated by the European 
Council on General Aviation Support 
(ECOGAS).  Other members of the Op-
erations Work Group come from State 
regulatory agencies, other industry asso-
ciations and from some manufacturers 
such as Dassault Aviation.  Sub-groups 
will be formed as required.

IBAC 
recently issued the 70th Certificate of Reg-
istration (C of R) to a flight department that 
had successfully completed its verification 
audit. 
 

Modernization of Annex 6 Part II  
Continues 
The ICAO Secretariat is working with IBAC 
to put final touches to the proposed new 
Standard and Recommended Practice 
(SARP) governing international general 
aviation operations. The ICAO Air Naviga-
tion Commission intends to seek State in-
put to the proposal in October. 
 

Business Aviation Prepares for ICAO 
Committee on Aviation Environmental 
Protection (CAEP) 
Rich Gage, Chairman of IBAC’s Environ-
mental Issues Work Group (EIWG) at-
tended a June CAEP Steering Group 
meeting in Australia, in preparation for the 
February 2007 CAEP meeting.  Business 
Aviation is holding monthly teleconfer-
ences to prepare its positions; a final pre-
paratory meeting of the EIWG will be held 
in Phoenix, 16-17 November 2006. 
 

LABACE2006 Cancelled  
The Latin America Business Aviation Con-
ference and Exhibition has been cancelled 
for 2006 due to significant disruption at the 
Congonhas Airport in Sao Paulo, the in-
tended venue for this year’s event. The 
airport decided to advance construction 
that directly impacted the viability of a 
static display. 
 

Business Aviation Inputs to the  
Cape Town International Registry 
IBAC has nominated Mr. Mike Nichols of 
the NBAA as the business aviation opera-
tor’s representative on a user group that 
will recommend enhancements to the In-
ternational Registry Advisory Board 
(IRAB), the group tasked with oversight of 
the aircraft registry. 
 

IBAC Addresses Succession Planning 
The IBAC Governing Board reviewed a 
Succession Planning document that for-
malizes the Council’s process for replacing 
key management staff when incumbents 
decide to step down.   
 

ECAC Issues Interim Report on  
Fractional Ownership 
In May, the European Civil Aviation Con-
ference issued an interim report on the 
work of the Fractional Ownership Task 
Force.  The Report indicates that the Task 
Force is leaning towards concluding that 
Fractional Ownership is non-commercial.
